A Word from the Rector

The University of Belgrade, with its long years of
activity, is the basis of our educational and scien-
tific system, as well as the main motor of overall
social development, and stands as the true pillar
upholding the basic values of our country and na-
tion. From its foundation to the present day, en-
dowments and acts of charity have conclusively
contributed to the survival and development of the
University as a whole and to the personal develop-
ment of many successful scholars, who have be-
comethemostimportantmembersoftheacademic
community and society, both at home and abroad.

This year, 2023, the University of Belgrade cele-
brates 215 years of existence, successful work
and continuous scientific and educational de-
velopment. Today, the University has around one
hundred thousand students and more than seven
thousand professors and associates at thirty-one
faculties and eleven institutes.

Unfortunately, despite its role and importance, the
status of University property is not yet regulated,
because the state prevented it from managing
and improving its property. In the years prior to
the outbreak of the Second World War, when it had
over eighty-five funds and endowments and was
one of the richest universities in Europe, the Uni-
versity of Belgrade took due care of the property
entrusted to it and took care of its improvement
and enlargement, primarily that endowment as-
sets are used in accordance with the purpose of
their establishment.

However, in the period after World War II, the
change of government in our country resulted in
a crass and incomprehensible violation of human
rights along with an appropriation of property
from endowments. Thus, the wills of the univer-
sity’s benefactors were annulled, which brought
about disastrous consequences for the material
position of the University. Today, in this regard, it
lags far behind other universities.

Benefaction represents a selfless centuries-long
tradition, characteristic of our country and our
people, of which we should be truly proud. There-
fore, for decades, the University of Belgrade has
been striving to find ways and opportunities to re-
turn its confiscated property. This would undoubt-
edly set right an historical injustice, restore re-
spect to the testaments of numerous benefactors,
and reaffirm the true purpose of the endowments.

Legacy of the University
of Belgrade Endowments

The institution of endowment is deeply rooted in
human nature and its history is that of the history
of civilization. Practically every culture bears wit-
ness and records of the humane gestures of indi-
viduals who, by donating material goods - estates,
buildings, valuables or financial means, intended
to act for the higher good of future generations.
Since medieval times, endowments and heritage
funds have long played a significant role in the his-
tory of the Serbian state and in the tradition of the
Serbian value system. At first, with the church be-
ing the axial determinant of life and social reality of
homo medievalis, ktetorial activities in the Middle
Ages were, naturally, directed towards the key in-
stitution of the era, the Serbian Orthodox Church.
Charity was a visible manifestation of Christian
devotion and virtue and acts of benevolence such
as the raising of church endowments and provid-
ing them with estates and means of financial sup-
port were most highly praised. In a broader sense,
endowments would actually include all donations
made to a church or a monastery for the salvation of
the soul of the donor or those associated with him.
In a more narrow sense, it implied the raising or
restoration of monasteries or churches for the
purpose of obtaining eternal salvation. Preserved
foundation charters and other historical sources
attest to the fact that, in the Middle Ages, the do-

nors came from the highest ranks of the society.
They were members of the ruling dynasties, the
wealthy aristocracy as well as church prelates.
Acts of creating endowments were closely associ-
ated with philanthropy which existed since ancient
times and has taken on its modern guise with the
period of the Enlightenment. Modern society has
inaugurated Enlightenment models which en-
courage the common man to participate actively
in the creation of the general good, based on the
proclaimed values of philanthropy. There was also
the possibility of participating in collective en-
dowments which opened the door to anonymous
donors as well as to those from the less wealthy
strata of society who could now make their con-
tributions to a higher goal even with their smaller
donations. In modern times, philanthropy moved
from the sacral to the secular sphere which broad-
ened considerably the circle of the recipients. Seen
as the foundation of national development and
state improvement, culture, science and educa-
tion became to focus of numerous philanthropists
who considered donating to those spheres of life a
binding act of patriotism. On the other hand, the fi-
nancial elite thus found a way to transform its eco-
nomic into cultural capital, to turn economic into
social success, as well as to secure its integration
into the newly formed social order and a lasting
memory in its community.

The newly established Serbian bourgeoisie soci-
ety was not left untouched by contemporary En-
lightenment impulses and, thus, the University of

research and higher education, was quick to draw
the serious attention of the philanthropists. Grant-
ing financial support to the University on the part
of successful merchants, real estate owners, and
industrialists was a matter of prestige and virtue.
In keeping with the widespread concepts of royal
identity, members of the ruling dynasties consid-
ered it a binding moral characteristic to offer their
support to the University. Among the benefactors
were also teachers, professors, craftsmen, clergy-
men, army personnel, and politicians. It was not
uncommon for the donors to be recruited from
among the uneducated and less well-off citizens
either who would give as much as they could for
the purpose of scientific and educational better-
ment. Having accepted the idea that education
was the prerequisite of progress, the benefactors
of the University would go on to endow this insti-
tution with parts of their estates even if they did
have offspring of their own. Many went on to es-
tablish their foundations and endowments in hon-
or of their dearly departed family members while
uncertain times of war saw a rise in the number
of donations offered by those leaving for the bat-
tlefield and never expecting to come back. Endow-
ments comprised of anything considered to be of
social value, from money to bonds and papers of
value and gold, through architectural structures,
commercial premises, land holdings, vineyards,
orchards, to jewelry, objects of art, musical instru-
ments and books.

The scope and mode of functioning of the endow-

ments and funds were usually defined by the bene-

factors and their personalinitiative. Often, the Uni-
versity was designated to manage the donations
through the operation of elected boards of trus-
tees. Being a member of such a board was consid-
ered an exceptional honor. Through their decision
making, financial planning and on the grounds
of their reports ratified by the University Council,
these boards took care of the realization of the
goals defined by the benefactors. With profitable

endowments, the main task of the Boards of Trus-

tees was to preserve the main investment fund and
to use it as investment collateral in operations of
leasing, investment funds etc. Profit made through
such transactions would, in turn, be used to re-
alized the aims and goals of a given endowment
or fund. Some were directed towards general and
urgent needs, others were more specific, directed
towards stimulating scientific research and pro-
viding grants for young scientists, while others still
enabled the planning and realization of long-term

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goals of the University. The essence of all activi-
ties of the endowments in question was the suste-
nance and initiation of science and education but
not through the sustenance of particular individ-
uals, thus keeping away from favoritism and the
funds’ ill-use. Worth noting is the fact that, in the
interwar period, public media did not report on a
single case of embezzlement or misuse of the en-
dowment funds.

Before World War Il, the University of Belgrade had
custody of more than eighty five funds and endow-
ments and ranked among the three most affluent
universities in Europe. Depending on the different
assets and backgrounds of the donors, the worth
of university funds and endowments varied from
modest to extremely sumptuous. Monumental
buildings which stand as markers of visual identity
of the capital of Serbia to this day are among the
most valuable and esthetically most effective en-
dowments. The fund of just one donor, the wealthy
financial investor and president of the first Serbi-
an insurance company, Beogradska zadruga, Luka
Celovié Trebinjac, was worth as much as half the
sum of all other endowments. As a great advocate
of science, and out of a deep personal conviction
regarding its formative significance as a basis of
continual progress, as well as out of a conscious-
ness of irrepairable lacunae in his own education,
this Hercegovina born entrepreneur, bequethed by
testament, drawn already in 1911, and out of grat-
itude to his new homeland, a large portion of his
belongings and assets. He thereby bequethed his

imposing estate in the quarter of Savamala to the

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University of Belgrade and founded an endowment
in 1925 for the purposeses of further development
of education and science. In 1927 a fund was es-
tablished for sustaining the academic choic Obilic.
After Celovi¢'s desire, it was to be administered
by the University autorities and revenue from this
fund was to be enjoyed by the 0Obili¢ musical society.
Among the first gifts donated to the University
stands one of the most representative palaces of
XIX century Belgrade raised by river captain Misa
Anastasijevi¢, one of Serbia’s the most poweful
men of commerce, a great benefactor of education
and culture. The palace had orginally been planned
as a residence for his daughter, Sara, and son in
law, Dorde Karadordevic, a potential pretender to
the title of Prince of Serbia. In the aftermath of the
dynastic coup in 1863 and the return to power of
the Obrenovic¢ dynasty, the wealthy ship owner and
salt merchant donated this palace to his fatherland
and with the aim of furthering education. Today,
this building houses the Rectorate of the Univer-
sity of Belgrade, the most prestigious institution
of higher education in Serbia, as well as some de-
partments and seminars of the Faculty of Philoso-
phy and the Faculty of Philology, as well as the Ar-
cheological Collection of the Faculty of Philosophy.
In 1899 King Milan Obrenovié, who at that time had
already abdicated, bequeathed to the Great School
an estate of five hectares which he had previously
inherited from his cousin Jevrem Obrenovi¢. This
land was intented for the building of the Botani-
cal Garden subsequently, by the wish of the donor,

A Legacy to Remember and to Keep
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of May 1903, the banished queen Natalija Obreno-
vi¢, wife of Milan Obrenovié, donated her inherited
estate of circa eight thousand hectares as a sign
of gratitude to the students and professors of the
University of Belgrade for their one time support.
This estate included forests, farming and grazing
lands as well as gold mines in the region of Ma-
jdanpek, Kucevo, Debeli Lug and the mining colony
at Blagojev kamen. In her honor, it was named Na-
talijino and declared an experimental estate of the
Faculty of Forestry.

King Aleksandar | also numbers among the great
benefactors of the University of Belgrade. In 1926
he initiated the construction of the first university
students’ residence in the Balkans. It stands at the
edge of Cyril and Methodius Park and at the end
of the street named after the king's wife, Queen
Marija. It was given over to the administration of
the University of Belgrade in January 1928. That
marked the start of a detailed reconstruction of the
park following the design by engineer Sava Nikoli¢
which rounded off the recognizable urbanistic plan
of the city municipality of Zvezdara.

King Aleksandar was also a regular benefactor of
Universityfundsintendedforthe beststudentssuch
as the funds of Dorde Vajfert, father Aleksa Ili¢, the
Belgrade Chamberofindustry,the Velimirijanumen-
dowment founded by Velimir Teodorovic¢ and those
of numerous other individuals and institutions.
Having recognized the first Serbian university as
a place of upbringing of great academic talent of
universal rank, several foreign citizens also joined

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known is Andrew Carnegie, a famous philanthro-

pist who deeply believed in the moral obligation

of the rich to finance institutions of education and
scientific research. Following the initative of the
Serbian diplomat Slavko Gruji¢ from the mission
of the Kingdom of the Serbs, Croats and Slovenes
to Washington and his wife Mabel, as well as that
of Mihailo Pupin, scientist and professor of physics
at Columbia University, the Carnegie Foundation
donated one hundred thousand dollars for the pur-
pose of construction of the University of Belgrade
library building. Designed by two prominent pro-
fessors of architecture of the Technical School of
the University of Belgrade, Andra Stevanovi¢ and
Nikola Nestorovi¢, it was official handed over to
the care of the students of the University of Bel-
grade on the feast day celebrating SS. Cyril and
Methodius, May 24th, 1926.

Olive Kelso King from Australia demonstrated im-
mense bravery and selfless sacrifice as an active
participant of the Great War. She joined the Serbi-
an army as a volunteer and ambulance driver at
the Thessaloniki Front. In 1920, she donated to the
University the funds necessary for the founding of
the Institute for anthropogeography, sociology,
and economy, thereby supporting a number of re-
search projects in the mentioned fields of study.
Sir Charles Hide, the influential owner of a prof-
itable publishing house from Birmingham, facili-

tated the continuation of archeaological research

campaigns of professor Miloje Vasi¢ in Vinca. It

formed professor Vasic of the Hide’s advertisment
published in the Times in which this passionated
collector of antiquities had offered financial assis-
tance for the research and excavation of antiqui-
ties. The generous donation of this Briton made
possible the extensive excavations carried out in
Vinca and its broader environs in the period be-
tween 1929 and 1934. The only condition of this
benefactor was that an Archaeological Collection
be established. The excavations yielded sever-
al thousand objects items from the middle and
younger Neolithic age which thus formed the core
of the Archaeological Collection of the Faculty of
Philosophy, ranking it among the most significant

of university collections in Europe.

In 1917, Philip Ferrari de la Renotier, a nobleman
of French-Italian descent and renowned collector
of numismatic items and stamps, donated by tes-
tament to the University of Belgrade a significant
numismatic collection of coinage from Eastern Eu-
ropean countries.

The collection of Roman coins of the industrialist
Dorde Vajfert from 1923 numbers among the most
valuable university numismatic legates. This is
also true of the collection of ancient and Serbian
medieval coinage of Ljubomir Kovacevi¢, states-
man and historian, donated by his heirs to the Uni-
versity of Belgrade in 1930.

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out among the important benefactors. A passion-
ate collector and bibliophile from Senta, he ad-
dressed the rector of the University of Belgrade
by letter sent towards the end of 1931 in which he
expressed his wish to bestow the works of masters
of Serbian art of the eighteenth and nineteenth
centuries he had been collecting for decades. This
major collection of artworks consisting of over
three hundred items was handed over to the Uni-
versity under the condition that they be organized
and exhibited in the form of a University Gallery,
open to the public as both a separate entity and a
part of the future University Museum. Considering
the fact that the University Museum has yet to be
founded, this and other valuable collections and
gifts of artworks, along with the above mentioned
numismatic collections are kept in the National
Museum. In 1932 Joca Vuji¢ donated to the Uni-
versity Library in Belgrade his priceless and long
assembled personal library of eleven thousand
rare books and an invaluable collection of archive
material, acts and correspondence of our notable
men dating from the end of the seventeenth centu-
ry to the twentieth century.

Many of the donors came from the ranks of pro-
fessors and associates of the University or from
among their families and friends. Thus, Jelena Lo-
zani¢ Frontingham established a fund in honor of
her father, Sima Lozani¢, first rector of the Univer-
sity of Belgrade, inteded to offer sustenance and
award research in chemistry, especially among
the best unpublished works, as well as the acqui-

sition of necessary materials and lab equipment.

A Legacy to Remember and to Keep
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In 1925, Jovan Zujovi¢, the first educated geologist
in Serbia, president of the Serbian Geological So-
ciety and the Serbian Royal Academy, established
a fund to award students’ works in the fields of
geology, paleontology, and petrology. Following
his death in 1936, and according to his testament,
another fund was formed intended to support the
publication of the first scientific journal in geology
that he had founded in his lifetime, The Geological
Annals of the Balkan Peninsula. In 1928, Ljubom-
ir Stojanovié, historian, philologist and esteemed
statesman, donated to the University, by testa-
ment, a fund named after his parents: The Sara
and Vasa Stojanovi¢ Mostarac Gunsmith from Mos-
tar Fund which had the purpose of supporting re-
search and the collection of scientific data in the
field of Serbian dialectology and the history of the
Serbian language and literature. This fund had,
until the outbreak of World War Il, provided finan-
cial sustenece for the research of eighty scholars.
The endowment of Vladimir Karié, professor of ge-
ography and diplomant, was officially established
on October 31st, 1929, and intended to support ge-
ographical research of the Balkan Peninsula and
the publication of said reserch results. A fund was
formed in honor and bearing the name of Dr. Mi-
lan Jovanovi¢ Batut, founder and first dean of the
Medical School of the University of Belgrade and
was used to support research in biology as well as
in the genetics of the Serbian people.

There was also a number of individual donations,
as well as award and thematic funds which pro-

vided the financial background for sustenece and

awarding of students for merits achieved in vari-
ous given fields of research. Scholarships for spe-
cialization abroad were also provided. There were
foundations intended to provide assistance to the
less wealthy or ailing students. Regardless of the
extent and the value of any given donation, they
were also considered with due respect as noble
acts of giving and managed resposnsibly.

World War Il and subsequent historical circum-
stances brought about a disruption of the rights to
access and exploit the assets of the previously es-
tablished endowments and funds. During the war,
all financial assets were confiscated. The postwar
period brought about a new ideology which pro-
claimed a radical showdown with and a break with
the past thus drastically devaluing all endowment
assets. The new state administration did not spare
in the least the oldest existing institution of higher
learning in Serbia. The act of ratification of the law
of expropriation marked the beginning of confis-
cation and takeover of all assets and funds of the
endowments. This was to go on for the next half
century. Thereby, the greatest part of the funds and
endowments of the University of Belgrade was de-
pleted of all assets and in fact made invalid. Fur-
thermore, some of the endowments were placed
under direct control and used by the state authori-
ties without any financial reimbursment. Flats and
living spaces belonging to the endowments and
funds were given over, free of any charge, to priv-
iliged individuals while commercial space was put
under lease and the finances thus acquired used

for purposes other than those stipulated by the

foundation documents. In time, the once national-
ized assets were also sold to private customers.
Despite such systemmatic abuse and confiscation
on the part of the postwar state institutions, an
awareness of the significance of donated endow-
ments and funds was never lost in our society. To-
wards the close of the past century, an initiative was
made to register all assets that individual donors
or institutions had bequeathed to the University of
Belgrade. As a result of that troublesome process,
and based on documents issued by the Ministry of
Culture of the Republic of Serbia in 1995 and 1996
which made it legally possible for the endowments
to resume their activities, the University regained
its right to manage its endowments and funds, al-
beit only thirteen in number.

Four new foundations have been established. In
2020, after the will and testament of the late dr
Aleksandar Koturovi¢ an endowment bearing his
name has been founded. The University was there-
by made the recipient and proprietor of two apart-
ments in Belgrade. Today, unfortunately, universi-
ty endowments and funds are loosing irreversibly
their assets through acts of acquisition of previ-
ously confiscated living quarters that had once
been their integral part. This has been enabled by
rejections of restitution appeals.

The University of Belgrade is still adamant in its
attempt to retrieve the assets it had been stripped
of and return them to the original endowments
and funds, as attested also by the Initiative for the
Resolution of Status of Property Taken from National

Institutions and Endowments under Their Auspeic-
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es, submitted in June 2019 by the Serbian Acad-
emy of Sciences and the Arts, Matica srpska, and
the University of Belgrade to the President of the
Republic of Serbia, the Government of the Repub-
lic of Serbia, Ministry of Finance, and Ministry of
Justice, requiring the drawing and ratification of
a lex specialis regarding the Law on restitution of
confiscated assets and reimbursement. So far, the
responsible state institutions have remained silent

in this matter.

Captain Misa Anastasijevi¢, merchant and land-
owner, was one of the greatest benefactors of his
time, offering help to the poor, writers, students,
the National Theater, churches and schools. In
1863, he donated the Mansion on Studentski trg
to his fatherland for the needs of education; for an
adequate housing of scientific and educational insti-
tutions, such as: the lyceum, the national library, the
national museum in time the national university etc.
In time, Captain Misa’s Mansion, the jewel in the
crown of his philanthropy, became the symbol of
donating to education and culture.

Misa Anastasijevi¢ was born in 1803 in Porec
(eastern Serbia), into a family of merchants. Very
early on, he started trading in salt, which soon
made him a great fortune. In 1833, Prince Milos
Obrenovi¢ appointed him Danube captain. Al-
though he later became a major, he remained
known as Captain Misa. As he owned several feu-
dal estates in Wallachia, he often and stayed there
and preferred to make them his home. In Klezani
(Klezanj) he owned a family mansion and, around
the middle of the 19th century, built a church and
a school there. In time, his fortunes grew to such
an extent that he was considered the wealthiest
man in Serbia and one of the richest in the whole
of Central Europe. He died in 1885 in Bucharest

and was buried in his church in Klezani (Klezanj).

Luka Celovi¢ Trebinjac, the greatest benefactor
of the University of Belgrade, left his entire es-
tate and all assets to the University of Belgrade by
testament drawn in 1911 and the Founding Letter
of the Endowment dating from 1925. The follow-
ing year (1926) the Endowment was set in opera-
tion under the name of The Luka Celovic¢ Trebinjac,
Belgrade merchant. At its head, after Luka’s will,
stood a Board consisting of the rector, vice-rector
and deans and vice-deans of all faculties. Its Rules
of Operations, including those regulating the dis-
tribution of funds which were subject to change
every ten years, were ratified by the Council of
the University of Belgrade. Among the rules are
those related to the marking of scientific works
printed with funds from the Endowment, as well
as endowment buildings. In 1931, portraits in the
form of relief medallions or bronze plaques bear-
ing inscriptions The Luka Celovi¢ Trebinjac Endow-
ment were placed on prominent parts of facades
of endowment buildings. An annual report on the
Endowment’s activities was published regularly.
From the preserved reports of the Endowment we

learn that considerable funds gained from leas-

ing residential and commercial quarters were
used to print a great number of scientific studies
of distinguished researchers. Scholarships were
also awarded for their training abroad and partic-
ipation in international congresses was financed.
At the same time, students of all faculties were
awarded for the best works on Saint Sava the Ser-
bian produced in honor of his feast celebrated on
January 27th.
Following half a century of interruption, the Luka
Celovi¢ Trebinjac Endowment resumed work in
1995 with an aim to sustain research at the Uni-
versity of Belgrade and award the best scientific
works of its students, as well as to preserve the
memory of one of the greatest benefactors of the
Serbian people.
Luka Celovi¢ was born in the village of Pridvor-
ci, near Trebinje, in 1854. Engaged in trade from
an early age, he became one of the richest peo-
ple in Serbia at the end of the 19th and the begin-
ning of the 20th century. He was also one of the
founders of the first Serbian insurance company
(Beogradska zadruga) in 1882 as well as one of
the most deserving among the men responsible
for the spatial regulation and construction of the
Savamala quarter in Belgrade modeled on Euro-
pean urbanism of the day. He died in Belgrade in
1929 and was laid to rest in the New Cemetery
(Novo groblje). His funerary monument, including
his bust, is the work of the Serbian sculptor Zivojin
Lukié.

Market (Mali pijac), Luka Celovi¢ holds a special
place. The buildings he raised in that part of Bel-
grade still give it a very special mark. The build-
ing raised in 1903 at no. 1 Kraljevica Marka Street
was his family residence. It was designed by Milos
Savci¢ (1865-1941), civil engineer and mayor of
Belgrade who designed a number of private and
public buildings in Belgrade. The facade, formed
in the spirit of academicism, includes tympana,
cornices, pilasters, consoles and a mansard roof,
while the interior was decorated with frescoes
with scenes from the life of Luka Celovi¢.

The large representative and monumental com-
plex of the residential and commercial building
covering the street block between nos.

Karadordeva and 1 and 3-9 Koce Popovica (ex Za-
grebacka) Streets, was built in the period between
1928 and 1930 and designed by Bogdan Nestor-
ovi¢ (1901-1975), the famous Serbian architect
and professor of the Techical School of the Uni-
versity of Belgrade.

Variations of idioms of stylistic expression, from
academic principles to the search for inspiration
in the national style, are harmoniously integrated
into a unique whole. The academic concept of col-
umns, balustrades, profiled roof cornices and bal-
conies with wrought iron railings, as well as dec-
orative elements inspired by medieval art in the
exterior and interior, form a harmonious assem-
bly of details and the whole. Bronze medallions
with portraits of Luka Celovi¢ take their place at

prominent positions on the building like the cor-

ner risalites. They are works of the renowned Ser-
bian sculptor Zivojin Luki¢ (1889-1934), author of
Celovi¢'s death mask and funerary bust from his
monument at the New Cemetery in Belgrade.

Outside the mentioned blocks, and near them in
7 Javorska Street (now Svetozara Radiéa Street),
a house designed by the famous Serbian archi-
tect and professor Branko Tanazevi¢ (1876-1945)
was built in 1931 and 1932. A relief with a portrait

of the benefactor, surrounded by the inscription:

Dorde Doka Vlajkovi¢, one of the greatest Serbian
philanthropists, left his possessions to the Serbi-
an Learned Society and the Council of the Great
School by testament drawn in 1878. The Endow-
ment began its activities in 1911 by supporting
young researchers in the fields of sociology and
anthropogeography.

Doka Vlajkovi¢ was born in Belgrade in 1831 and
educated there at the Lyceum. As a Serbian cadet,
he was sent to Military School in Russia in 1845.
He retired as infantry colonel of both the Serbi-
an and the Russian army. He died in Belgrade in
1883.

In 1931-1932, revenues from his Endowment were
employed by the Department for Endowments of
the Ministry of Education of the Kingdom of Yugo-
slavia to raise two buildings at no. 5 Vlajkoviceva
Streetin Belgrade. The six-floor structure was de-
signed by Milan Sekuli¢ (1895-1970), member of
the Group of Architects of the Modern Movement
(GAMP). The architect conceived the facade in the
spirit of modernism. His idea was later rejected
in order to synchronize this building with that of
the nearby structure of the National Assembly.
Thus, the building raised by the Doka Vlajkovi¢
Endowment is marked by the academic style and

with accentuated tympana, balustrades and sim-
ple molding. The bust of Doka Vlajkovi¢, a work of
Marko Brezanin (1883-1956), a sculptor renowned
for his many portraits of notable historic person-
ages, as well as of contemporaries from public
life and the cultural scene, is positioned above the
central window at ground floor level, in the form
of a relief medallion in artificial stone made by
Branko Filipovi¢ who signed himself as a decora-
tive sculptor.

After decades of interruption and a change of pur-
pose, the Endowment resumed its functions in
1995. Its revenues are used to meet the general
functioning of the University of Belgrade including
the promotion of philanthropy, awarding the young
researchers, providing financial sustenance for

the specialization of students and others.

Together with his wife, Magdalena, philanthropist
and president of the Belgrade Women'’s Society,
Svetozar Vidakovi¢ donated, by testament drawn
in 1928, their estate to the Serbian Royal Academy
and the University of Belgrade. Revenues of their
endowment were intended to offer supportin con-
tinuous education to elementary and secondary
school teachers.

Svetozar Vidakovi¢ was born into a merchant fam-
ily in Belgrade in 1848. As one of the most educat-
ed men of his day, he studied in Saint Petersburg
and Zurich where he graduated from the Faculty of
Chemistry and Technology in 1872. At the Munich
Polytechnische Schule he specialized in physics.
He worked as a gymnasium professor. He was one
of the founders of the Society of Professors and
served a term in office as minister of education
(1910-1911). He died in Belgrade in 1935.

The University of Belgrade received as his do-
nation the house at no. 55 Gospodar Jevremova
Street in Belgrade. It was built at the end of the
19th century and stands out as one of the most
authentic and oldest standing structures in that
part of Dorcol. Stylized in the spirit of romanti-
cism, it displays a classical tripartite formulation

of the facade with a single window in each of its

three parts. The accentuated cornice and saw
tooth profiles testify of a time when Belgrade was
receiving its modern visual identity. It is similar to
many other simple family homes built in a similar
fashion in those days.

Following an interruption of several decades, the
Endowment resumed work in 1995 and its reve-
nues have been awarded to the Faculty of Teacher
Education in Belgrade, thus fulfilling the desire
intended by Svetozar Vidakovié.

A multi-year dispute is currently being resolved,
which led to a disruption in the management of

the Endowment’s assets.

The Vlajko Kaleni¢ Endowment

Vlajko Kaleni¢ donated all his assets and prop-
erty for charitable purposes, as attested by his
testament written in 1907. He was born in 1851
in Mali Mokri Lug near Belgrade. He learned the
shoemaking trade from his father and invested
the great fortune it brought him into holdings of
land and real estate. His land in Belgrade houses
one of the largest open air food markets named
Kaleni¢ Market [Kalenic pijaca) after him. He died in
Belgrade in 1907.

In 1931, the Ministry of Education established The
Vlajko Kaleni¢ Endowment the assets of which were
used to sustain one student of popular economy.
Following decades of interruption, the endowment
resumed its functions in 1996. Leasing revenues
were intended for supporting excellent students
of the School of Economy, more precisely their
further specialization at home and abroad, as well
as the betterment of student standard.
Endowment revenues from Kalenié's proper-
ty at no. 12 Svetogorska Street were used by the
Ministry of Education for the construction of two
buildings connected by a gallery designed by en-
gineer Radoslav R. Todorovi¢. The significance of
the benefactor is emphasized by the placement
of a bronze bust of Vlajko Kaleni¢, the work of

Dragomir Arambasi¢ (1881-1945), a sculptor who

Danica Jovanovié, sister of Milivoje Jovanovic
(1865-1932], higher ranking clerk in the Minis-
try of transportation and a renowned Belgrade
benefactor of education and culture, bequeathed
in 1933, by testament, a year after his death,
her possessions to the University of Belgrade.
It was her wish that an Endowment bearing the
name and in lasting memory of her brother be
founded. She decreed that the revenue from the
bequeathed assets be used as a prize fund for
papers on Saint Sava, as well as for financial sus-
tenance of poor students in order to assist themin
completing their studies at the University of Bel-
grade or continuing their education abroad. Along
with this mission, the testament also stipulates
the criteria to be applied in the process of selec-
tion of students to be assisted or awarded by the
Endowment: ... the selection will be guided not only
by the value and preparation that the students have,
but will especially help those who, by their work and
life, promise to be good people with a strong, solid
character.

Danica Jovanovi¢'s testament was declared in 1939
whereby the University received the bequeathed
possessions. Subsequently, also using the funds
provided by the Luka Celovi¢ Endowment, the Uni-

Milan Stefanovi¢ Smederevac left his estate to the
Association of Belgrade Commercial Youth in 1935
with a desire to establish a Fund in his and the
name of his wife to sustain the education of stu-
dents. The Fund was established in 1947, the year
of Milan Stefanovi¢'s passing.

Milan Stefanovi¢ Smederevac was born in 1868 to
a renowned family of merchants from Smederevo.
As a merchant and a banker he came to possess
extensive holdings in both Smederevo and Bel-
grade.

Following several decades of interruption, the
Ministry of Education renewed the functioning of
the Foundation in 1996. Rights of governance were
passed on to the University of Belgrade. Revenues
collected from leasing commercial and residen-
tial space are used to promote management and
scientific disciplines focusing on trade which are
being thought at the University of Belgrade. So far,
the Foundation has provided sustenance for stu-
dents of the School of Economics, the Faculty of
Organizational Sciences, Faculty of Security, Fac-
ulty of Political Sciences and others.

In the period between 1910 and 1912, Milan Ste-
fanovic raised a building at no. 12 Terazije Street,

According to her will from the year 1939, Ljubica
M. Zdravkovi¢ (1858-1941) bestowed all her pos-
sessions to the state, moreover to the Ministry of
Education, for after her death a foundation under
the name Ljubica Hristovo married M. Zdravkov-
i¢ Vuckovic was established. Her possessions,
comprised of money, equities, and the building in
Sindeliceva Street number 26, was intended for
the purposes of educating students of philosophy
and the law as well as students of technical sci-
ences and the education of one student from the
Women's teacher education school in Negotin,
Ljubica M. Zdravkovi¢'s hometown.
The foundation was established in the year 1948.
Following decades of interruption, the Endowment
resumed its activities in 1995. By decision of the
Ministry of Culture, it was placed under the gov-
ernance of the University of Belgrade, but not all
pertaining assets were returned to the Founda-
tion. Small revenues gained from leasing residen-
tial space in its courtyard are exclusively used to
finance grants for the students of the University of
Belgrade. The Foundation’s building, which is now
sadly in a state of dilapidation, is a single-story
structure stretching along both streets at the cor-
ner of which it rises, with seven apartments, which
are no longer under the Foundation’s control. Its
architecture is quite simple. The corner is accen-
tuated and the molding of the window frames sim-
ple while the cornice is massive and there is a bal-
cony on the upper story.

Veselin Luci¢ donated part of his possessions to
the University of Belgrade by testament drawn in
1941 and with the purpose of establishing an En-
dowment in his name.

Civic engineer Veselin Luci¢ was born in 1882 in
Opatovac near Vukovar. He studied at the Tech-
nische Schule in Vienna. He was employed by the
Sewage Department of the City of Belgrade and
later as an independent engineer. He patented a
system of water drains that was adopted by most
European countries. He was awarded first prize
for his concept of the Terazije Plateau. He died in
Belgrade in 1947.

The Endowment’s revenues are collected from
leasing commercial and residential quarters lo-
cated in buildings on 5 Dorda Jovanovica Street
and half of the building at the corner of 39 Gun-
duli¢ev venac and 30 Venizelosova Street in Bel-
grade.

The building at no. 5 Dorda Jovanoviéa Street was
constructed in 1931. The axial symmetry, the tri-
partite division of the composition, the simple
molding of the window frames, the cornice and
the accentuated entrance speak of a clarified vari-
ation of the academic style.

Following decades of interruption, the Endow-
ment resumed its functions in 1995 with an aim to
awards researchers at the University of Belgrade
as well as individual literary achievements. The
annual award for original literary work of a single
author published in the previous year, as well as
the award for best scientific i.e. specialist publi-
cation, established in 2004, bears the name of Ve-

selin Luci¢, the Veselin Luci¢ Award.

Mitar and Leposava, parents of Ksenija and Ljil-
jana Bulaji¢, gifted to the University of Belgrade a
sum of sixty thousand US dollars and ten million
Serbian dinars for the purpose of instituting the
Bulajic¢ Sisters Foundation and with a desire to pro-
vide lasting memory of their tragically lost daugh-
ters. This Foundation was established in 1989 at
the University of Belgrade and has been offering
scholarships to the less well-off students and
awards to those who stand out in their fields of
study. Each year it gives stipends to two best poor
students of architecture, mathematics and physical
chemistry at the University of Belgrade and financial
awards to two best BA theses in both architecture
and physical chemistry.

Mitar Bulaji¢, son of Paja and Jovana [maiden
name Dragani¢), was born in 1912 in Vilusi near
Niksi¢. With his family, he moved to Kosovo in 1922
and settled in Orlovi¢ near Pristina. He graduated
from the gymnasium in Pristina and served in the
army in Vinkovci. Until 1938, he was employed as a
postal clerkin Cetinje. The same year, in Duzi mon-
astery near Trebinje, he wed Leposava, daughter
of Stevan and Sava (maiden name Kasikovi¢) born
in 1915 in the village of Pridvorci near Trebinje.

Ljubica Vojteh Dragicevi¢ was bornin Ubin 1906 as
the third child in the family of doctor Pavle Vojteh.
The family of Pavle Vojteh, of Czech descent, came
to the then liberated Serbia lead by its panslavic
sentiment and a desire to help the development
of the first free Slavic nation. Ljubica’s maternal
grandfather, Mirko Radovanovié¢, who was a law-
yer, donated part of his estate to the city for the
building of the Higher School for Girls.

Ljubica Ciga Vojteh graduated from the School
of Pharmacy in Zagreb as magistra pharmaciae
and completed her internship at several loca-
tions in Yugoslavia, in the vicinity of Benkovac, in
Arandelovac and other cities. Unfortunately, her
desire to open a private pharmacy in Belgrade
could never be realized, first because of the out-
break of World War Il and then because all exist-
ing private pharmacies were nationalized after the
war. She worked until her retirement in a number
of pharmacies in Belgrade. She left the legacy of
her father, a military doctor with the Serbian army
during the Balkan Wars and World War I, who died
of typhoid fever in Valjevo Hospital, to the Museum
of the Serbian Medical Society.

1903 in Soko Banja. He finished the gymnasium
in Jagodina as the first in his class although he
worked an apprentice in a shoemaking shop while
attending school. He collected the money needed
for his studies by writing and directing dramas.
He enrolled in studies of philosophy but soon
became a journalist of Politika daily newspaper,
mainly as a contributor of its economy section. As
a highly active journalist, he could not continue
with his studies of philosophy and thus enrolled at
the School of Economics of the University of Bel-
grade where he graduated before World War II. He
helped educate his brother Dusan who graduated
from the School of Law and his sister Milena who
finished the Teacher Training School in Jagodina.
In 1931, he was already elected to the Manage-
ment Board of the Association of Journalists of
Serbia and served as treasurer of the Association
for several mandates. He was extremely involved
in actions to collect contributions for the con-
struction of a journalist's home at no. 28 Fran-
kopanska Street, today’'s Resavska. From Mihailo
Pupin alone the Belgrade Section of the Associa-
tion received five thousand dinars. As a member
of the Executive Committee for the construction
of the House of Journalists, he was also very ac-
tive in the preparation of the project assignment.
Thanks primarily to his efforts, the construction of
the House of Journalists began on October 1, 1933
and was completed on April 7, 1935.

Nikola Dragicevic¢ also initiated the founding of the
Cooperative which was to build housing. Although

small, these apartments had common spaces

After World War II, Nikola Dragicevi¢ was a pro-
fessor at the High School for Diplomacy and Jour-
nalism and then went on to teach at the Higher
School of Statistics founded by the federal gov-
ernment of Yugoslavia in 1958 where he remained
until his retirement as a professor in Economic
geography of Yugoslavia. He was also the author
of a considerable number of texts published by
Politika daily newspaper.

He was a lover of the arts and a friend of many
artists. Many of them gathered and stayed in his
apartment. Among the already established and
the young artists he often hosted were Lazar
Licenoski, Dorde Lobacev, Pjer Krizani¢, Anton
Huter, Petar Palavicini, Risto Stijovi¢ and many
others. His collection of art works has been gifted
to the National Museum in Belgrade.

Kosta Migri¢, naval engineer (1921-1997), left his
apartment to the University of Belgrade in 1995.
Respecting his wish that the apartment be rented
and the revenue gained used to finance scholar-
ships intended for the best students, the Universi-
ty of Belgrade established the Kosta Migri¢ Foun-
dation in the year 2000 and has since awarded
several dozen scholarships to students of various
faculties.

The four room apartment donated to the Universi-
ty of Belgrade is located at no. 26 Obilicev venac in
a residential/commercial building that belonged
to the Pandela and Migri¢ families who resided
in it for decades. The five-story building, with a

The Foundation was established in 2015 with
an aim to award the best students of three fac-
ulties of the University of Belgrade - the Facul-
ty of Technology and Metallurgy, the Faculty of
Mechanical Engineering and the School of Elec-
trical Engineering - and, in particular, one stu-
dent of each gender who passed all their exams
on time and with the highest grade point aver-
age. The best scientific-research, i.e. profes-
sional works of students will also be awarded.
Gordana Joki¢ (1928-2020) was born in Belgrade
where she also received her education. She grad-
uated from the Faculty of Technology at the close
of the 1950’s. Together with her husband, a gyne-
cologist educated in France, she moved to Africa
in 1961. Until the end of the 1960’s she worked in
Ghana, at the Technical Faculty in Accra where
she also defended her PhD thesis. She was sub-
sequently engaged in UNESCO projects in West-
ern, Eastern and South Africa. She was director
for science and technology for all of Africa and
head of UNESCO education programs at university
level. She held seminars, organized symposia and
took part in numerous UNESCO projects of aid for
African countries. She worked in Africa until her
retirement at the end of the 1980's when she re-
turned to Belgrade.

Aleksandar Koturovi¢ bequeathed his real estate
to the University of Belgrade in his will. He was
born in 1930 in Novi Sad. He finished elementa-
ry school in Zemun in 1941 and high school, the
Sixth Gymnasium for Boys, in Belgrade in 1950.
He graduated from the School of Electrical Engi-
neering of the University of Belgrade in 1958. He
defended both his master’s and his doctoral the-
ses at the same school, in 1969 and 1974 respec-
tively.

Aleksandar Koturovi¢ began his professional ca-
reer in 1958 at the Laboratory for Electronics of
the Institute of Nuclear Sciences Vinca and worked
there until his retirement. Over the course of sev-
eral decades of work, he achieved significant pro-
fessional and scientific results and was mainly
engaged in the design and implementation of in-
strumentation for measuring and monitoring ion-
izing radiation. Several generations of measuring
equipment were realized based on his projects and
supplied to the then Yugoslav People’'s Army, Civ-
il Defense, dozens of medical centers, as well as
economic organizations. Being particularly devot-
ed to research in the relevant scientific field, Alek-

Benefactors” Day
is marked in honor of Luka Celovi¢ Trebinjac, the
greatest benefactor of the University of Belgrade,
who bequeathed all his movable and immovable
property to the University.

By the same Decision, the University of Belgrade
instituted the award of the Luka Celovi¢ Trebinjac
Plague with charter. The Plaque is awarded to
individuals or institutions for exceptional contri-
butions to the development of University endow-
ments. It is awarded to one recipient annually and
presented by the rector of the University of Bel-
grade to mark the University Benefactors’ Day.
The University of Belgrade awards certificates
of appreciation to individuals and institutions for
successful cooperation, support in the develop-
ment of the idea of endowment, as well as for
contribution to the fulfillment of the goals of en-

dowments and foundations.
